3.3 Cleaning the inside of the cven. Swilch an
the internal oven light £3.3.1, 3.3.2). Smooth-
walled modets: manual cieaning. Clean
the oven when warm, using a cloth soaked
in warm water and vinegar. Rouigh-walled
models: seff-cleaning. Cooking function
@, 30-60 minutes at 253°C.

3.4 Cleaning the oven ceiling. i the gillis fold-
down ype {3.4.1, 3.4.2), clean it with a cloih
soaked in hot water and vinagar.

3.5 Cleaning the ouiside of the oven. Use
neutral cleaning products and dry Hha oven
well with a soft cloth.

4.1 The oven does not switch on. Check it is
plugged in and that the time selector didl is
not turned to 0.

4.2 Smoke comes out during coaking. Turn
the tempersiure down and/or clean the oven
{poknt 3.3).

4.3 The oven makes a noise after cooking.
This is nomal, as the fan keeps running uniil
ihve termperaiure inside and outside the oven
is reduced.

Digital display models have a diagnosis system
which detects any prablems and warns the user.

4.4 Oven not working, [©)] is flashing. Turn the
function selector dial to 0 and set the time

4.5 Cven not wcrkir:g.@ is flashing. The
oven has Deen working for several holrs
and for safety reasons it has switched oif
altormatically. Turn the function sclector dial
to 0 and set the time [point 2.3},
